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COMMITTEE OF THE WHOLE

JUNE 15, 2010
The Village Board of the Village of Combined Locks was called to order by Village President John Neumeier.  Trustees in attendance included:  Roger Kirch, Rick Strick, Beth Sewall, Sheila Schinke, and Ruth Wulgaert.  Justin Krueger was absent.
Also in attendance were:  Village Administrator Sean Hutchison and Public Works Director Ryan Swick.
The item on the agenda was to review an agreement with Outagamie County regarding delinquent special assessments and charges and consider approval of the same.  The Administrator reviewed the proposed agreement with the trustees.  He explained that the current policy allows the County to spread the cost of unpaid special assessments on County foreclosed properties among all the municipalities in Outagamie County.  The proposed agreement makes the individual municipality, from which the special assessment was imposed, responsible for the unpaid special assessment should the County foreclose the property.  He explained that this does not apply if the foreclosure is initiated by a mortgage company and is actually meant to safeguard each municipality.  R. Wulgaert made a motion to approve the agreement as presented.  B. Sewall seconded the motion, and it passed unanimously.
The next item on the agenda was to review the proposed Ordinance to 
Repeal and Recreate Refuse and Recycling Title 8, Chapter 3 of Municipal Code and consider approval of the same.  The Administrator reminded the board that this ordinance language change is needed to reflect the current refuse, recyclable, brush, and yard waste collection and drop off site policies and procedures.  The trustees reviewed and discussed the ordinance language.  B. Sewall made a motion to approve the ordinance language as presented.  R. Strick seconded the motion, and it passed unanimously.
The next item on the agenda was to review and consider approval of bartender licenses.  A motion to approve renewal of bartender licenses for Victoria Fischer and members of the Combined Locks Advancement Association was made and seconded.  The motion passed with five (5) ayes and J. Neumeier abstaining from the vote.   
In other general business, the Administrator explained that he spoke to Tom Schmidt of US Oil regarding the vacant building at 425 S Washington Street.  Mr. Schmidt explained that US Oil plans to gift the building to the Kimberly Area School District.  An agreement with the school district is yet to be made.   The Administrator also explained that he has received the assessment information for Appleton Coated, and the state has decreased the assessment by roughly $946,000.  That issue was discussed briefly.
B. Sewall made a motion to recess the Committee of the Whole meeting and begin the 2nd Quarter Water Commission meeting.  S. Schinke seconded the motion, and it passed unanimously.
A motion to reconvene the Committee of the Whole meeting was made and seconded.  The motion passed unanimously.
B. Sewall made a motion to move into closed session per Wis. Stat.19.85 (1)(c) to discuss employment, promotion, compensation information of salaried positions.  S. Schinke seconded the motion, and it passed unanimously.

A motion to move out of closed session and continue the Committee of the Whole meeting was made and seconded and passed unanimously.

A motion to approve the wage increases as outlined in the January 1, 2010 contracts for the Administrator and Director of Public Works and a 1.5% salary increase for the Police Chief was made and seconded.  The motion passed unanimously.

R. Kirch made a motion to adjourn the meeting.  R. Wulgaert seconded the motion, and it passed unanimously.
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
