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PLANNING COMMISSION
FEBRUARY 20, 2010
The Village of Combined Locks Planning Commission meeting was called to order by Commission Chairman Al Leicht.  Other commission members in attendance included:  Jim Ponto, Mike Korn, Jim Hamilton, Karen Menting, Dave Casper, and Tim Mulry.  Tracy Melzl, Jeff Maynard, and John Weyenberg were absent.
Also in attendance were Village Administrator Sean Hutchison, Lee DeValk of Kaukauna, Lynn Jersild of Appleton, and several residents of Jerelyn Court and Wallace Street.
The first item on the agenda was to review and approve the minutes of the previous meeting.  D. Casper made a motion to approve the minutes.  J. Ponto seconded the motion, and it passed unanimously.
The next item on the agenda was to review a certified survey map to subdivide property owned by Carol DeValk at 412 Jerelyn Court and consider recommendation on the matter.  The Chairman presented the certified survey map to the Planning Commission and audience.  He noted that the CSM creates a second lot on the north side of 412 Jerelyn Court.  The second lot is 33,750 square feet and leaves the lot with the existing home at 31,336 square feet.  The CSM also identifies the 75’ easement reserved for roadway purposes as per an agreement several years ago between property owners.  The matter was discussed.  T. Mulry made a motion to recommend approval of the CSM as presented.  J. Ponto seconded the motion, and it passed unanimously.
The next item on the agenda was to review a petition to rezone a portion of the property owned by Carol DeValk at 412 Jerelyn Court and recommendation on the matter.  The Chairman explained that Mrs. DeValk has requested the Conservancy Zoning on the north side of her property be changed to Residential Single Family to allow for house construction.  The Administrator reviewed information he researched regarding Conservancy Zoning.  He explained that current and past Village Boards have intended to provide for the conservation and protection of natural resources, and in general, a Conservancy Zoning is intended to include marshland, drainage ways, river frontage, woodlands, and other lands of significant environmental or aesthetic value.  The Administrator also summarized information given to him from Jon Brand at the Wisconsin Department of Natural Resources.  Mr. Brand stated that the DNR does not consider the parcel immediately to the west of the DeValk parcel as a wetlands area.  He also stated that the DNR has designated the stream on the adjacent property as a non-priority stream.  The Administrator also explained that the parcel is partially within the 300-foot stream setback as determined by Municipal Code Sec 13-3-21 (Shoreland-Wetland Zoning District Boundaries), which would require a variance to build a house.  The property owner will also need to apply for a Chapter 30 Waterway and Wetlands permit from the DNR to construct a house in that area.  The Administrator provided a brief overview of a Chapter 30 Permit matrix.  Several neighboring property owners voiced their concerns regarding changing the zoning and construction of a house on that property.  The matter was discussed at length with D. Casper sharing his concern that the Village has taken great pains to maintain critical areas within the conservancy designation, and it would be a mistake to start removing them now.  T. Mulry made a motion to recommend rezoning the property from Conservancy to Residential Single Family.  J. Ponto seconded the motion, and it passed with four (4) ayes (T. Mulry, J. Ponto, A. Leicht, M. Korn), and three (3) nays (D. Casper, K. Menting, J. Hamilton).

The Administrator announced that the Public Hearing on the rezoning of the DeValk property is scheduled for 03/16/10.  Notices will be published in the newspaper as well as mailed to neighboring property owners as per state statute.
M. Korn made a motion to adjourn the meeting.  J. Ponto seconded the motion, and it passed unanimously.
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
