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PLANNING COMMISSION
NOVEMBER 2, 2011

The Village of Combined Locks Planning Commission meeting was called to order by Commission Chairman Al Leicht.  Other commission members in attendance included:  Karen Menting, Jeff Maynard, Mike Korn, Jim Hamilton, Jim Ponto, Tim Mulry, and Tracy Melzl.  John Weyenberg and Dave Casper were absent.

Also present were Village Administrator Sean Hutchison and Kendra Scherg (Archery Instructor-Combined Locks Summer Recreation).

The first item on the agenda was to review and approve the minutes of the October meeting.  M. Korn made a motion to approve the minutes as presented. J. Maynard seconded the motion, and it passed unanimously.

The next item on the agenda was a presentation for the Community Platform Project presented by Tim Mulry and Kendra Scherg.  Tim Mulry explained that he and Kendra Scherg met to discuss improvements to the archery area, both for the Recreation Program and the general public.  One of the suggestions that is continuously heard is the desire for an elevated shooting platform.  Tim and Kendra were given approval to research the possibility as long as the project would have no cost to the Village.  The cost would be covered through donations and possible grants, and the labor would be covered by a high school building class. They provided a rendering of the platform they would like to build.  The platform would be ADA compliant and have safety rails.  The highest level of the platform would be 15’ off the ground and there would be four shooting stations.  Tim explained that the current berm would be shifted back and offset to accommodate a 40’ shot.  He further explained that safety is the main focus of the proposed layout.  The cost would be covered through donations and possible grants, and the labor would be covered by a high school building class.   Kendra explained that the full plans for the platform are drafted by an engineer; and Lowe’s has offered a 5% discount for materials and will not charge tax; and a couple donations have already been promised if the project is approved.  Safety, cost, location, additional landscaping and berms, and liability were discussed at length.  There was a suggestion to install a child-protective latch to each entrance to the range.  It was also noted that a grand re-opening could be held with any proceeds generated going toward the project.  K. Menting made a motion to recommend approval of the project with the condition that safety latches and higher fences be installed.  J. Maynard seconded the motion, and it passed unanimously.  

In other general business, there was a request to paint the center line on Prospect Street.  At this time that project is cost prohibitive and only busy intersections are painted.
  
J. Hamilton made a motion to adjourn the meeting.  K. Menting seconded the motion, and it passed unanimously.
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
